Room Chairman for the Arizona Division of the PSR MNRA. | want
to thank Alan Barnes and David Irick for their assistance in helping
me through this first event, their guidance was appreciated.

| was told that Flagstaff was a smaller event and unfortunately
this year’s participation was even smaller than expected. The quali-
ty of modeling continues to be exceptional, but we only had 2 mod-
els entered in the judging contest. The popular vote category of-
fered 2 photographs, 2 favorite train entries, 1 levity entry, and a
single entry under favorite model. This was truly an opportunity to
snag that first place or best of show award. Your next opportunity to
showcase your work will be in November at the Tucson Meet.

| would urge everyone interested in improving your modeling skills to volunteer as a judge at one of
our Division events. As a judge you learn about the finer points of evaluating Construction, Detalil,
Conformity, Finishing/Lettering, and Scratchbuilt structures, motive power and rolling stock. The
NMRA website has extensive material used by judges that define what each of the categories are
and what key elements should be included or avoided on a model. Using this information can help
the modeler use a critical eye while building their project to avoid making a construction mistake that
is called out at the next operating session or judged event. In addition to the knowledge gained by
reviewing the NMRA material, working as a judge puts you in close contact with some of the best
modelers in the division. Just listening to them talk about the finer points of a model as they evaluate
it, offers some great insight trying a new technique or avoiding a common pitfall. So at the next
meet, get behind the scenes, improve your skills, and have some fun while helping identify the next
best of show as a volunteer judge.

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THE LARRY MANNY AWARD / ALLEN GROSS
The Larry Manny Award for the Most Improved Modeler

There are few of us left in Model Railroading who knew and appreciated Larry Manny. He was a
model railroader who never hesitated to help a fellow, and always had a good word for anyone’s
modeling effort, even when it did not necessarily deserve it! Larry believed in positive thinking, and
liberally applied it to the Contest Room when he became Contest Chair for the Arizona Division.
Members were pleased to participate in the contest, as Larry would go out of his way to answer
questions and offer advice on improving each offering.

His advice was good, and often sought after, as Larry himself became a superior modeler. His
“specialty” and first love of railroad modeling was scratchbuilt trackside structures (although he was
more than wiling to lower himself to assembling a good kit!) The amazing thing about Larry’s model-
ing was the progression of his skill level; starting, as we all do, with a pile of sticks and an xacto
knife, he progressed to award winning models in just a few years. He brought that attitude and abil-
ity to the Contest Room, and, since he did not feel it was fair for the Chair to enter the contests, he
compensated by applying his enthusiasm and knowledge to any modeler, and model, placed in front
of him.

The Contests were becoming more and more popular, entries were increasing, and Larry was
happily gathering his certificates for the Master Model Railroader award. He was good with judges
and modelers alike, and the objectivity of the contest was applauded. All was going very well for the
Arizona railroading community, especially the contests, when early one morning in February of
1992, while at his job, Larry was murdered. A random killing with no apparent reason. The Arizona
Division lost a good friend, and fellow modelers lost a true resource. The greatest loss was to Lar-
ry's family.

Larry was respected and appreciated by the Division membership, and, in short time, the idea
surfaced that some sort of memoriam would be a fine thing. Given Larry’s penchant for scratchbuild-
ing structures, and the memorable manner in which his model work had improved, an annual ‘Most
Improved Modeler award was suggested, and would be awarded yearly to the person most im-
proved in building structures.

The idea was presented to the membership, discussed, and passed unanimously. That was the
beginning of the Larry Manny Award for Most Improved Modeler. To be more egalitarian, it was, two
years after inception, changed to be the most overall improved modeler without reference to catego-
ry, and no exclusivity to kit or scratchbuilt. Another few years passed, and the award was modified
to be given on a two-year basis, rather than every year. This was to allow more input from the mod-
eling community, giving a better feel for the competing individual’'s level of improvement. That is
where the award has stayed to date.

So, the Larry Manny Award for the Most Improved Modeler is awarded every two years to any
member of the Division, new or ancient, for any category of model, and for any time parameter.
There is no specific physical format for the award (in the past it has been a simple wood plaque with
engraved plates). The people in consideration for the award may nominate themselves, or any
member of the Division may nominate any other member they think is worthy. The Contest Chair
and a team of judges selected by him (or anyone he can somehow maneuver into service) make the
decision based upon the presented evidence.
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THE LARRY MANNY AWARD / ALLEN GROSS / CONT.

The patrticipants for the award need only to present to the selection team, in person or in writing,
or both, how they have improved over the two year period: increasing scores, increasing quality of
the model, increasing complexity, and so on. The modeler does not have to participate in the con-
tests to be considered. He or she just needs to show a steady improvement in result over a two-year
period. Anyone who has not won the award previously may re-apply as many times as they wish.
The Larry Manny Award became a very sought after goal.

This award serves a three-fold purpose in the Arizona Division. First, it recognizes and rewards
someone who has put considerable effort into their modeling effort; second, it recognizes a fine past
modeler who, in a short time, contributed much to our railroad community; and third, it motivates the
current modeler to do better in his or her efforts to reproduce that miniature world we all love.

It is a Division tradition to give this award at the Fall Meet in Tucson, and should continue as an
important part of the Division history. It is a simple award for a simple achievement: endeavor to be
better each time you expend effort to create that next model. This award transcends our efforts to
acknowledge Larry Manny; it is to urge us all to be better at what we do, be it model railroading, or
life! Persevere!

A personal note: Larry found interaction with model railroaders an interesting and growing part of his
life, and that the hobby and people involved stimulated him to develop and hone heretofore un-
tapped talents. He left many friends, all of whom would say they were better off for having known
him.

At the June Arizona Division Meeting, one Merit Award was earned by a
member who entered a model in the contest. The modeler and his model
was: Frank Baker West Orange Tower

There were only a few models entered in the contest. While this is disappointing, the judges always
enjoy the models that are there. One thing you get from judging is some insight into the way models
are constructed. You can always get some tip or idea toward improving your own modeling skills.
One of the benefits of a group like the NMRA is the gathering of people to share ideas. The NMRA
provides the venue and the agenda and the ideas just flow. Most of the experienced members are
quite willing to share their methods and shortcuts to building better models. If you are new to the
hobby or the NMRA, seek out these experienced members and ask their ideas and thoughts. They
will generally be glad to share what they know.

The methods described in the contest sheets are a good way to start a conversation on this
subject. Just judge, talk to the builder and you have a new way to build better models.

Here are the hints on the judging categories:

It is best to keep this to one page. A lot of writing takes time to read and there may be a lot of
models to judge. It is helpful to write up your judging sheet before you get to the contest room so
you do not forget anything. This also allows you to edit the words to keep them short and to the
point.

Construction — Describe how you built everything.

Detalls — just list the details you added above the basics. Do not describe how you built the
details, that part is in the Construction above.

Conformity — How well does the model match the real thing? A picture of the prototype is a big
help in the score. Include it. If you are using something for your personal railroad, include
photos of prototypes similar to the one you modeled. Show how the brake wheel is correct,
that the car frame matches a prototype, that the sides are similar to something that you have
a picture of the structure or car.

Finish and Lettering — Not too many words needed here. The model does the talking. Just de-
scribe how you painted, decaled and weathered the model.

Scratchbuilt — List what you built from scratch. Do not describe how you built the parts
(again, that is in the construction portion above).

Building models is enjoyable, as you build more, your skills improve and the satisfaction gained also
increases. Enjoy your modeling!

When retired Flagstaff teacher Phred Salazar asked if | wished to help start a model railroad club
at the elementary school where | volunteer for his wife, the answer was easy. And, | knew that there
was a system to meet our needs. | had partly built an N-Trak module some years ago, so, as a sub-
scriber to the N-Trak Newsletter was well aware of T-Trak.

Soon after we sent notices to 3" to 5™ graders, we had 18 checks for the 10 spaces we anticipat-
ed. We decided we could handle 14, ending up with 12 boys and 2 girls. Meeting on Fridays after
school for 1 % hours, we recently ended the semester with 14 student-made modules, coupled to-
gether with 4 sponsor-made corners, to fill two end-to-end 6-foot banquet tables. We have now
shown the layout at Flagstaff's National Train Day, the Flagstaff Model Railroad Club’s grand reo-
pening, and plan a show-and-tell for the rest of the K-12 students attending our elementary school,
and an exhibit at the NMRA Arizona Division Summer Meet in June.

Then the kids take their modules home, and we begin again with a new group for the fall semes-
ter.

Students worked independently, sharing ideas and techniques, with materials supplied by the
sponsors. We ordered 16 straight and 4 corner modules and track and made the modules to assure
solid fits. A local modeler provided N-Scale buildings he had earlier removed from his layout, so
every module had a building. As with the module construction, we felt that it was stretching it to ask
this age to construct model buildings. Engines and cars came from my personal collection, eBay
and a local thrift shop.
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We began with a meeting with parents with the unfinished modules connected and trains running to
set the stage. Each meeting afterwards introduced module planning and various scenery materials.
Students constructed hills of insulation, planned waterways, roads and the placement of trees and
vegetation.

It seems that the students enjoyed themselves and learned some new skills, and—as we know
there is a need for future model railroaders—sparked an interest in the hobby.

Some Lessons Learned:

10 students is ideal for 2 sponsors, in order to give enough one-on-one help

One-hour sessions are adequate and still keep interest levels high

Pre-built modules and buildings for this age were a good decision

Water was very popular, with sponsor-cut depressions in the module top

It's important to be sure that depressions and sides are well sealed

Roads made of fine sandpaper were popular

Students had great fun with a blender to reduce leaves and twigs to usable size

Modules fit in cardboard soda cases that protect work tables during painting and decora
Soda cases nest in a copy paper box, protecting any scenery and buildings on the modules
Kato track connectors are critical for performance, so should be removed during the students’
time painting, gluing and decorating.

The Spur Line had an article about the Wyoming Division in its Summer, 2012 edition. This arti-
cle is an update on progress since then.

The Wyoming Division models the Union Pacific in HO from Cheyenne to Ogden, 475 miles with
a two level true mushroom steel framework bench work that will have about 750 feet of double main
line track in HO, era 1957. The first two Figures show the upper and lower deck track plans.

The next photo shows the interior of the building | built specifically for the Wyoming Division. The
red lines outline the benches and aisles, which are 41 inches wide. The benches range from 24 to
34 inches wide, but Chey-
enne (upper level) and Og-
den (lower level) are a whop-
ping 84 inches wide.

This 74” width for this one
bench was felt necessary to
model the entire Cheyenne
yard from Tower A through
the end of the freight yard.
Cheyenne in the ‘50’s had
one of the largest steam facil-
ities in the world, and | want-
ed to model it. | will address
the problem of the long reach
to the center of this 74 inch
bench below in the section on
Structures.

BUILDING FOR OPERATIONS
We are building the layout specifically for operations which will feature:
Long, through freight trains (25 cars plus engine, tender and caboose)

Long drag freight trains across the entire layout including LCL pickups and setouts at 11
freight houses and numerous team tracks

Local freight trains that will be confined around Cheyenne to Laramie (50 miles), Rock
Springs-Green River to Granger (45 miles), and in Ogden and the vicinity

Work trains as required

Coal, iron ore, cement, trona (soda), and oil product trains from 2 coal mines, 1 iron ore mine,
1 cement plant, two trona mines, and two refineries, respectively

Numerous large mills and packing plants will be served

The Laramie Tie Treating Plant, the Granite rock quarry, and Dyno Nobel fertilizer will be
modeled and have traffic

PFE trains will run across the layout with a few stops in Wyoming (for icing in Ogden and in
Laramie and to set out or pick up the occasional car)

Stock trains will serve Utah and Wyoming and the packing plants
A daily Park City, Utah local will run from Echo, Utah

6 named Passenger trains and a few mixed trains for local passenger service and local
freight

Helper service will be required up Sherman Hill from Cheyenne and up the Wasatch Moun
tains out of Ogden.

There are two lengths of main line track that require left hand running, so the correct current
of running (left versus right) must be observed. These two areas are prototypical require
ments due to grade differences in new and old tracks built years apart

Current planning for eventual operations includes 25 to 30 operators to act as dispatchers (2),
Yardmasters (9 jobs, with Cheyenne, Green River, and Ogden requiring an assistant yardmaster),
and running all the above trains. We are installing a 16 phone communication system to simulate
prototype operations in 1957. There will be 8 phones connected from both the upper level and the
lower level to two dispatchers, each with his own master phone to the 8 phones on his level.

We have had some rudimentary “operations” with 12 — 20 operators running trains over the com-
pleted part of the layout, but we don’t have many industry tracks yet on which to spot cars for inter-
mediate stops along the route.

Eventually we will use my own Train Order/Switch List paperwork system that will
Give orders to the train crew (engineer with or without a brakeman) as to where to stop next and

What to do at that stop (water, coal, sand, loco change, LCL car set out or pick up, or regular
pick ups or set outs)

An inventory like a switch list that will tell him (or them) what pick ups and set outs to make

The Train Order/Switch List Package will tell in fair detail what to do, but the train crew will have
to decide how to do it after conference with each Yardmaster they come to.

Thus I hope to eliminate the pervasive operations question, “Where the H.. is Hanna, Wyo?” or
any other obscure town in Wyoming (which they all are)

Eliminate car cards, both my making them, and operators’ shuffling or dropping them, and their
need to read them for details, which | find very hard to do when under the pressure of operations

Besides the stress of using car cards on a layout new to me, | find that they invariably contain
way too much information and are thus very hard to read, to say nothing about multiple styles of
car card on the same layout, and the maddening “Where the H... is Blah Blah,” which is probably
a made up name anyway. In short, they are generally confusing, at least as usually implement-
ed, unless you are very familiar with the layout.Eliminate time consuming and decidedly unfun
set up by the owner and his crew (see 3" bullet below)

To be able to do LCL operations, which requires a car card to travel with the car (no other cars
need individual car paperwork to travel with them), LCL cars will have a car card that the engi-
neer takes with him to the next LCL location where he leaves both the car and the card. So as-
suming he has only one LCL car (and card) with him which he picked up at the last stop, he—
with the cooperation of the yardmaster—need only pull the new-to-him car and card—uwith the
cooperation of the current yardmaster—and set out his old car and card. So he has to deal with
only 1 or two car cards at a time. All other paperwork (for regular pick ups and set outs) is just
checking off or noting the last 4 car numbers of cars he deals with.

The system will be self healing. If a car is missed, the next train deals with it. The next engineer
working with the yardmaster should be able to figure out this orphan car should have been taken,
and it can be added to the train now present.

Set up for a session will be a breeze compared to moving all cars to their “starting places.” Each
session ends with each car at its proper starting place for the next session, so all the owner and
home layout crew has to do is “take inventory” and make sure the proper number of cars are at
each location or industry, and how many should be moved on to the next stop for each car type,
and how many should be brought in and set out to reach that industry’s car quota, however it is
derived. And if more cars are needed for the train to do this work, the right cars need to be
staged for it, either in staging or in a yard out on the layout. | have completed the Yardmaster In-
structions for each of 9 yards

The Layout will be well posted with signs to show which direction each location is (“Where the
H.. is Hanna, Wyo?"—It’s on the sign and schematics many places.)

CONSTRUCTION TO DATE

We are building the layout in 3 phases. Each phase involves a new section of benches on which
we build spline with cork roadbed then wire the track for NCE DCC radio operations. The benches
are very sturdy and have steel frameworks made from 1%2” square steel tubing welded to form up-
rights to hold a flat surface for each of the two mushroom levels. The next photo shows a typical
bench end on, and this happens to be the two new benches of Phase Il. The square tube steel legs
are in a “F” shape with a second leg from the cross line down to the floor. It looks like this “ ”
shape | found under the Agency FB character set of Windows. The steel has been painted with the
same light yellow sealer that is used to seal the wood, but the open end of one of the 1%2” square
tubes can be seen on the left hand member. Of the two benches under construction in the fore-
ground, the central aisle will eventually have a riser to reach the top level on either side of the aisle.
The other two aisles, to the far right and far left will have no risers, so the lower level benches are
worked from them.

Note that on the completed bench at the far left with spline and cork and track in place, there is a
long thin door open on the lower level fascia. This is a wire chase that runs all around the layout for
most of the DCC wiring, and in particular it is used for all of the DCC block protection circuit break-
ers. Not all the wiring goes in the chases, but we try to put anything that would need access, even
occasional access, in a chase. The 10 AWG DCC main power buses and the 18 AWG feeders up
to the tracks (and if used, any 14 AWG sub power busses) are generally not in the busses, but we
solder all connections, so they are foolproof (we know how to solder). We also use brass bus bars
mounted on a nylon holder to separate wiring from power district to district and from breaker district
to district, to facilitate disconnecting a given section of the layout from the rest to isolate shorts.

I bought 4,000 each of 8 screw bus bars (2 together make a nifty terminal strip with no need for
jumpers) and 1,000 24 inch T8 fluorescent lamps, and | have over ¥2 my supply left, so if you need
to buy a lot, don't
pay Home Depot
prices—see me.
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As you can see from the photo, the design is a true mushroom design in that the odd numbered
aisles (1 — 9 as shown in the track plan) are used only for access from the building floor to the lower
level, and the even aisles (2 — 8 plus the aisle that connects those aisles) are only used for access
to the upper level which is reached from a 17” tall riser. With a true mushroom an operator on one
level cannot see the tracks or layout on the other level, because he is on a different aisle. Only the
tracks to your right and to your left can be seen from any one aisle. Thus you have the feeling of
being out in the countryside looking up or down the tracks. The downside is that no benches are
backed up to a wall, that is, all wall space is aisle space, so a mushroom design takes a lot of floor
space.

Construction of Phase | included staging which has over 551 feet of track in 5 roughly equal sec-
tions for A/D, west (beyond Ogden) Passenger staging, unit trains (PFE, soda, coal, iron ore), west
(beyond Ogden) classification, and east (east of Cheyenne) staging. This is in 34 tracks each long
enough for a 25 car train and locomotive/tender and caboose, or a 15 car passenger train and locos.
Also during the Phase | construction we built a 4 track east-of-Cheyenne passenger staging yard to
simulate destinations to Chicago, Kansas City, St. Louis, etc. (79 feet of track). The minimum track
length for a yard track is 17 feet. Altogether we have room for the storage of 33 complete trains
which can be ready to run at the beginning of an operating session, and that number leaves at least
one free track in each staging section for runaround moves.

It is probably unrealistic to pack the staging so full at the start of or at ant time during an operat-
ing session, so we could easily have 20 - 24 trains ready at the start of a session in staging, and 2
more in Cheyenne and 2 in Ogden and one in Laramie and 1 or 2 in Green river. Thus a session
could start with ample trains running and ready to run, so the Staging Yardmaster and his two assis-
tants should not be overwhelmed at any one time during a session. In other words the session
would start with trains ready to go in staging, in various yards, and even out on the layout.

The rest of Phase | construction consisted of 4 additional benches attached to the staging bench.
On the upper level Phase | tracks run west out of Cheyenne up Sherman Hill and down into
Laramie. On the lower level the tracks run out of Ogden up Weber Canyon crossing the Weber Riv-
er 4 times, and on through Echo, and up the Echo Canyon to nearly Evanston, Wyoming. There are
7 Tunnels in this portion (UP # 4 — 10), all but 3 of which are double tunnels, one east and one for
west bound traffic. Number 10 is a single track tunnel, and #5 and #6 are a pair, but numbered sep-
arately.

| indicated in the paragraph above that the tracks rise and lower as the prototype grades do, and
a real and I think successful effort has been made to model those grades. The details are simple
but too complicated to go into here, but the model grade runs from Cheyenne (=0) to +10.66 inches
at Sherman. The model grade is 2.48% which is 1.6x the prototype 1.55%. This requires helpers to
take our 25 car trains up the Hill. The model grade from Ogden up Weber Canyon and Echo Can-
yon (the Wasatch Mountains) is not so steep (about 2% model, 1.25% prototype), but we also need
helpers with most locos, so following prototype practice, we use them Ogden to Evanston (UP cut
off the helpers at Wasatch, Utah, but we go on to Evanston to use the turntable there.

Phase | is operational, and we have had the operations mentioned above on it.
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SCENERY

We also tested and have adopted the Bragdon Enterprises geodesic foam product for our scen-
ery hills and plains after applying about 75 square feet of it on one bench. However, scenery is not
a priority on the layout, and operations are, so we will defer any more scenery until the layout is
more complete and we have wired it and checked the track work and DCC wiring completely. This
small amount of scenery is shown in the next picture along with the insulation panels cut to support
the next sheets of foam to be laid on it. In the foreground is Dale Junction, where the Harriman Cut-
off (Track #3) joins tracks #1 and #2. #3 is 19 miles longer than #1 and it bypasses 50 feet of the
Sherman summit, so it is the primary freight route up the Hill from Cheyenne. We modeled all 3 of
the crossovers at Dale between #1 and #2, because we use them to change the current of running
down into Laramie, as does the UP. The old right hand Track #2 is steeper up the Hill from Laramie
(going east), so we follow UP procedures and take the steep #2 left hand (going west) down the hill.
We return to right hand running just inside the Laramie yard limits.

Phase Il is
about 80% done.
The benches,
shown in the last
photo and the next
one are built, the
main line tracks
are laid on cork
covered spline,
and it has nearly
completed wiring,
and some testing has been done. Phase Il includes the next two benches in line, that is Laramie to
Hanna, Wyoming on the top and Alchem/Westvaco trona mines and yards to Evanston on the lower
level, and they are shown in the next picture.

Phase | ended at the end of the straight section of bench not attached to the 180 degree curve in
the next photo. That 180 degree end cap and the bench going away from it in the center and then
coming back toward the camera on the left comprises Phase Il. In the left foreground corner is the
Main Helix. Laramie is in the center with the coal tower and the turntable. Across the aisle from
Laramie is the beginning of the small yard of Hanna, Wyo where there were several coal mines, but
none in production today. We will model Hanna #2 which stopped production in 1956, and so may-
be our era should be 1956. But we’d miss the last gas turbine. Oh, well....
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HELICES

The layout has
two helices, one
that connects
Cheyenne on the
upper level down
to staging below
the Cheyenne
freight yard, and
the Main Helix
shown above and
two pictures below
which will eventu-
ally be in the cen-
ter of the layout to
connect the two
levels which is
shown next. The
Staging Helix is
fixed in its final lo-
cation and has 3%
turns of double track on a minimum 36 inch radius, and is oval in shape with 36 inch straight sides.
The maximum grade is 1.45%. There are two turning loops, one for each bench level to turn pas-
senger trains in staging so that, for example, an east bound train through Cheyenne can to
“Chicago” and return with its locos pointed west. The other loop on the lower level (out of sight in
the photo) does
the same function
for west bound
trains through Og-
den (to “LA” or the
“Bay Area”). On
top of it is the turn-
ing loop for the
east bound pas-
senger trains. Af-
ter they pass
through Cheyenne
they are in staging
headed for (pick it)
North Platt and
Chicago, or maybe
Marysville, Kan-
sas, and on to KC,
St. Louis, and even
to New Orleans.
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The double
track Main Helix
shown above is
similar with 2 %
turns, a minimum
36 inch radius, and
is oval in shape
but with 84 inch
straight sides
which gives a max-
imum grade of
1.68%. It needs
no turning loops. It
is however not
fixed in place. We
built it on a 4x4
and 2x6 frame with
4 casters so it
could be rolled to a
new location and
then jacked up and :
set on blocks for stability. The first location was at the end of the tracks of Phase |, and at that loca-
tion it connected the incomplete layout for train running over the whole but incomplete layout. Thus,
together the Staging Helix the Main Helix connected each end of the two layout levels to make a
continuous loop, although we run point to point always.

OSL

| also designed in a route to Portland, Oregon via the old Oregon Short Line (OSL) from Granger,
Wyoming just west of Green River. On the Wyoming Division, the OSL junctions with the mains and
immediately becomes a hidden single track behind and angling down to run under some benches
toward “Portland,” which will be another staging yard under the main helix. The next photo shows
the “mouse hole” that takes the OSL
track under a mountain yet to be built,
under the two mains (to be Aspen and
Altamont Tunnels) and around the edge
of the bench end cap on spline/cork
roadbead to turn the track back toward
where “Portland” will be. The incom-
plete staging yard of Portland is shown
under the Main Helix in the last photo in
the last section, and this explains why
the helix is built suspended—so the 7 ft
x 11 ft Portland may be removed like a
giant drawer to be built, especially the
wiring.
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MOVING THE MAIN HELIX

When we built Phase Il, we jacked it up off the blocks where it was for Phase | and set it down on
the casters and rolled it over to the end of the tracks of Phase Il. Back up on blocks, it served the
same purpose for testing as in Phase |. The attached photo above showing Portland Staging shows
it at the end of the bench built in the Phase Il construction. The red lines on the concrete floor are
the locations of benches to be built for Phase lIl.

When we build Phase 11, which will be the final 3 benches, we will move the Main Helix to its final
place and block it up sturdily in place where it will remain as part of the completed layout. The final
locations of both helices are the large “islands” at each end of the track plan shown above. We
hope that Phase IlI will start in about 6 months, and be finished in another 9 months from today.
Then after exhaustive testing and some test operation sessions, we will cover the wiring with geo-
desic foam and start scenery.

STRUCTURES

We have most of the major Cheyenne yard structures built as shown in the next picture. The
main shop is a kit bash of 5 Cornerstone kits. The turntable is just out of the picture at the left and
the small turntable and transfer table are at the right. The yellow panels are a few of 15 switch pan-
els to control the Tortoise switch machines, making the 7 foot wide bench and other hard to reach
places manageable for operations. Lenny Wyatt built them after drawing them on AutoCad. The
large holes are 1 inch in diameter to allow an operator to reach into it and flip a rocker switch. Push-
ing the rocker switch away from you makes the points move away. The selected route is shown by
green LED lights on the red track lines. If the through route lights up, it is because the points are set
for through, and when the divergent route is selected, the other LED lights.

Our outstanding need is structures. It is hard to have operations without places to set out and
pick up cars to and from, and even with the industry spurs in place, and about 75% of them are, it is
hard for a new operator to
know where XYZ industry
is without a building with a
sign to identify it.

CHEYENNE ROUND-
HOUSE

Lenny Wyatt has been
scratch building the Pas-
senger House of the Chey-
enne roundhouse. The
prototype had 20 stalls
used for passenger loco-
motives only. The Freight
House part of the round
house was used only for
freight steamers.
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The first attachment shows the scratch built version that Lenny is building. It has only 11 stalls,
but covers the same angle as the prototype. Doing the entire 20 stalls would have necessitated in-
creasing the outside (and inside) diameter of the house and moving it back from the turntable pit, or
else making the stall tracks cross each other near the pit. Neither alternative was acceptable. We
did not have the room for the larger diameter outside perimeter, and the crossing tracks would have
to have been hand laid, and a real nightmare to build and maintain for operations.

Lenny drew the brick walls and the window frames on AutoCad. He printed out the brick walls on
plain paper on an ink jet printer, and glued them to the flat walls made from 1.8" plywood. The brick
support posts at the building corners and between sections were made by gluing a second layer of
plywood to the wall and then wrapping the printed brick paper around the wall and each post. Using
a great deal of care and more patience | could summon, he managed to get the crease of the folded
paper exactly into the inner bent corners or around the outside corners with the pre printed brick
lined up perfectly just as they would appear if make by brick layers.

The window frames were a size that we could not find commercially and some had a pattern of 4
- 5 - 4 vertical glass panes wide, but drawing them on AutoCad was pretty simple—hard, but simple.

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SUMMARY

We started construction as the building was being completed just before Christmas, 2011, so we
are making very good headway. Through Phase Il, we have built 6 of the final 9 benches, laid 493
feet of double track main, 630 feet of staging, built the two helices and have the DCC wiring done to
date and tested.

The track work performs beautifully, and makes operating a pleasure. The steel framework un-
der the ¥2” plywood benches with %2” plywood sheer panels and spline/cork roadbed can be credited
for that.

We now use 6 NCE boosters and probably will end up with 7. The DCC system works great after
a lot of testing and fiddling. More of each will probably be needed for Phase llI.

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SCOTTSDALE MODEL RAILROAD HISTORICAL SOCIETY / Ed Steward

The Scottsdale Model Railroad Historical Society (SMRHS) is taking this opportunity to share the
story of our new model railroad and some history of our organization and the McCormick-Stillman
Railroad Park. This article is the first of a series of articles beginning with some history and back-
ground. In future issues, we will explore the details of the design process and building of our HO
scale model railroad.

In 1965, the McCormick family donated a por-
tion of their ranch to the city of Scottsdale for a
park. The successful future of the park as a rail-
road park was cast in the early 1970's with two
events. Guy Stillman, a McCormick family mem-
ber, donated his 5/12th scale narrow gauge rail-
road equipment to Scottsdale for use in the park.
Stillman along with others founded the Scottsdale
Railroad and Mechanical Society to raise funds
for the park. These events led the way for the Oc-
tober 4, 1975 public opening of the McCormick
Railroad Park.

PARK GRAND OPENING - OCTOBER, 1975

In the mid 1970'’s, Stillman’s 15 inch gauge Paradise & Pacific Railroad was joined by four clubs
who found a new home and became active in expanding the railroad park. Three rooms in the old
ranch bunk house were converted into layout rooms for N scale, HO scale and O gauge layouts.
The fourth club began work outdoors on a 7-1/2 inch gauge railroad.

Over the years, railroad related equipment and buildings have been added to the park along with
a museum and a beautiful carousel. The park’s calendar has grown to include Rail Fair, Holiday
Lights, Concerts and other special events. The mid-1990's saw the construction of the Stillman Sta-
tion becoming the focal point for visitor arrival and information and a home for the park staff. In
1996, the park was renamed the McCormick -Stillman Railroad Park to honor the key role Guy Still-
man played in creating the park. Stillman forged a unique and lasting partnership between the non-
profit "Mechanical Society" and the City of Scottsdale which has allowed the park to become a world
class destination.

The Scottsdale Model Railroad Historical Society (SMRHS) began life in the 1960’s when a small
group of HO modelers, working in members homes, formed the Lak-a-Wampum Model Railroad
Club. The group welcomed the opportunity to build a permanent layout at the park in 1975 and be-
came the Scottsdale Model Railroad Club. Thirty-five years and numerous layout changes later, the
now 40 plus members rejoiced in the opportunity to build a new layout in a brand new building as
we became SMRHS.
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IN THE BEGINNING - 32 X 40 FEET OF OPEN SPACE

Ground breaking in February, 2010 for the Model Railroad Building became the fulfillment of a
ten year dream for the park staff and the three clubs, Sun-N-Sand, SMRHS and Paradise & Pacific
O gauge. The building was nearly com- - :
plete when it was briefly opened to the
clubs and the public for Rail Fair in Octo-
ber, 2010. Over 4,000 people visited the
building over two days. Then the building
remained closed for three months while
contractors completed their work and the
three clubs began their layout construc-
tion. January, 2011 saw the dedication of
the Model Railroad Building and its formal
public opening. Over 150,000 park visi-
tors enjoyed the sights and sounds of the :
model railroads, displays and videos in the S
first twelve months. an

A LOT OF TRACK -
NOT MUCH SCENERY

SMRHS is now thirty months into the construction of the new railroad. About 40 % has been
completed to the stage of detailed scenery. We conduct several operating sessions per month on
the finished portion. Computer controlled trains run daily during visiting hours. Our goal is to have
the railroad nearly complete for the NMRA PSR Convention that we will host in Scottsdale in Sep-
tember, 2015. The railroad park is just a mile from the convention hotel and will play a significant
role in convention activities.

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SILVERCREEK RAILROADERS / John Rowlinson

The Silvercreek Railroaders are located in the Show Low Historical Museum with an operating
layout depicting historical as well as current features from the areas. Members come several north-
east Arizona communities who gather to build and operate the railroad during museum hours.

The Silvercreek Railroaders began in 1994 as a group of modelers based in Springerville, Arizo-
na, some 60 miles east of Show Low. This was a round robin group that met at members homes
and did their modeling. In July, 1996 the group, now known as the Silvercreek Railroaders, moved a
bit closer to home and began to model a layout in the basement of member John Welker's home at
Snowflake, Arizona. That lasted for a few years until a more permanent location was found.

In 2007, thanks to the help of the City Council of Show Low and lobbying by Jack Miller the Sil-
vercreek Railroaders, were allowed to move into the former Navajo County Courtroom on the Deuce

of Clubs in Show Low. That room just happened to be included in the expanding Show Low Histori-
cal Societies museum location. With a space secured the club efforts turned to design and con-
struction.

With donations and club dues the small group started worked and over the next few years a
mainline around the long window wall and shorter east wall produced a two track loop mainline and
four track yard, with one additional leg down the west wall. An additional layout space was laid out
on the south wall, but no track work started immediately.

In 2008 the one loop of the mainline was converted to DCC and the sounds of railroading began
to fill the room. The other loop and one part of the yard were left as DC to allow members to run
their own equipment.

In 2010 the club began to grow and By-Laws were adopted. The additional membership allowed
for more dues, but more importantly they reached out to the community and donations of supplies
and cash began to flow in. This allowed for the installation of scenery on the bare tables and towns
to grow. The public also began to take more notice and soon school groups visited not only the 16
room museum, but also the working model railroad. Local businesses who donated cash and/or
supplies totaling $150 or more are rewarded with their logo riding a freight car around the layout.

Through its affiliation with the museum the club applied for and received a grant from the Arizona
State Historical Society. From this $1250 grant sprang the display we now call “Last Train to Maver-
ick” commemorating the abandoned rail lines of the Apache Railway and Southwest Forest Indus-
tries. A loop track carries finished lumber and sawdust cars from the McNary mill to distant Holbrook
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while the Southwest Forest Industries spur runs up the mountain to the logging camp of Maverick.
This part of the layout continues the DCC controlled main line while the spur line features an auto-
matic reversing track up the hill. A tunnel is open to the adjacent hallway at just the right level for
younger viewers. Most structures on this layout were hand built, along with many trees, a log pond at
the mill and the fishing lake halfway to Maverick. Additions are continually being made and the

This is a representation of the 2002 Rodeo-
Chediski fire that damaged communities from Forest Lakes to Show Low, Arizona as well as the
2010 Wallow fire that burned in the areas of Alpine, Nutrioso and Luna, New Mexico. The Wallow
fire burned into areas that the Southwest Forest crews logged until the last train in 1964, when Mav-
erick was abandoned.

In 2012 the Arizona Historical Society again stepped up and awarded the Silvercreek Club a sec-
ond grant, this one for $1500, to build a display representing the railroad across northern Arizona,
now known as the “Route 66” display. The rail town of Winslow was expanded and memories of
Holbrook included with the scratch built Wig Wam Hotel installed. A major portion of the project is
the reconstruction of existing mainline to include a tunnel and mine to bring attention to a major pot-
ash mine that is under consideration near Holbrook, along old Highway 66. Local artist Steve Taylor
over the two years has completed painted backdrops from the layout edge to the ceiling. His paint-
ings depict a thunderstorm over the San Francisco Peaks, tall timber and meadows of Mount Baldy,
Sunrise Ski Resort and the desert vista around Meteor Crater between Winslow and Flagstaff.

All scenery, except for some structures, has been made in our shops. All base scenery, hills,
rocks and mountains are made using a two part resin poured in molds and then glue to screen
stretched over foam forms. Paint and ground cover complete the process, along with hundreds of
trees made in our own shop. Most buildings were hand-made, some with card stock, others with
styrene and/or wood.

We use an NCE control system for DCC portions of the layout; however we have maintained one
loop of the mainline with standard DC for some older equipment. Plans are in the works to switch to
all DCC operations by the end of 2013.

Rolling stock is primarily owned by the club, having been donated by members or from local es-
tates. The new equipment has also been purchased to meet specific needs, such as mine cars.
However, on any given day we can have a 4-6-6-4 pulling a long freight while the adjacent track
could have the latest in diesel technology tugging a long string of well cars and containers.
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Even Amtrak or visiting Missouri Pacific passenger trains have been known to accompany the
home Santa Fe passenger trains around track.

While the display is in two parts for constant running for the growing number of public visitors, a
bridge has been constructed across one aisle to join the sections together depicting the link of the
Apache Railway to the Atchison Topeka and Santa Fe main at Holbrook. This allows club members,
when they have time, to try their hand at operations. The recent hiring of one of the members by
the 1:1 size Burlington Northern Santa Fe promises to lend some interesting real life operations to
the lay out.

What's next? Plans are in the works for a large Ferris wheel and circus scene to depict small
town northern Arizona events. But that is another project, more donations and planning.

The Silvercreek Railroaders layout and display is open to viewing during Show Low Historical
Museum hours, Wednesday through Saturdays. Generally, work days are on Wednesdays, but we
will always stop to run trains for visitors. Saturdays we fill one end of the museum with the sound of
railroading, some from the past and some from the present.

A tunnel is open to the adjacent hallway at just the right
level for younger viewers. Most structures on this layout were hand built, along with many trees, a
log pond at the mill and the fishing lake halfway to Maverick. Additions are continually being made
and the “McNary” portion of
the railroad now includes a
burned out forest with fire
truck and crews mopping up
the last remnants of a wild
land fire. This is a represen-
tation of the 2002 Rodeo-
Chediski fire

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THE GILBERT MODEL RAILROAD CLUB / DAVE HUNT

Gilbert Model Railroad Club
has an HO scale layout set in
Central Arizona in the 1950s
era. We are located in the
basement of the Gilbert His-
torical Museum on the south-
west corner of Gilbert and El-
liot Roads in Gilbert, Arizona.
The layout portion of the
basement is approximately 36
feet by 36 feet.

There is a viewing area
when you first enter the base-
ment that overlooks a diorama
of the town of Gilbert in the
1950s. The viewing area is
designed to resemble the inte-
rior of a passenger car with a
traditional curved ceiling and
utilizes window frames from a Southern Pacific coach, donated by the Arizona Railway Museum of
Chandler, Arizona.

A timed automated display train that circles through Gilbert which can be initiated by a museum
docent. The layout is double decked except for the town of Gilbert diorama. A double tracked and a
single tracked helix connects the two decks.

The layout represents Arizona routes of the two major railroads in the area, the Santa Fe and the
Southern Pacific. The final two level layout design includes a portion of the Santa Fe from Phoenix
to Drake (north of Prescott) and the
Southern Pacific from Phoenix to Pica-
cho with the branch from Magma (near
Johnson Ranch southeast of Phoenix)
to the Superior mining district.

Overall construction of the layout
utilizes pre-fabricated modules built on
8-foot lengths to provide flexibility of
} design. The benchwork was designed
with large aisle ways for ease of opera-
tions. Main line trackwork is complete
- but subject to revision based on oper-
¥ ) ating experience. Several locations

. " have already been revised. Scenery

\ | has begun with the Gilbert, Prescott
and Queen Creek areas mostly com-
J plete.
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There is still a lot of scenery to be completed and upgraded. Currently, we are working on a car
card system for operations. Most of the members are operation novices and our learning curves are
expanding rapidly. Now is a good time to join the club if you wish to learn about this aspect of the
hobby.

Visitors are wel-
come any time we
are open. Club mem-
bers are available to
discuss the layout,
model railroading
and Arizona railroad
history in detail. The
club’s business
meeting is the sec-
ond Tuesday of the
month and operating
sessions are held on
the third Tuesday of
the month. Regular
working sessions are
Tuesdays and Thurs-
days. The club is
usually manned Sat-
urdays from 10-1 for
museum visitors. The
club is also open for

special events such
as Gilbert Days. Holidays, model and prototype railroad events will affect the schedule. The 1950s
period was selected to demonstrate the historical significance of the railroad on the town of Gilbert
and surrounding area. This era also allows contemporary operation of both steam and diesel loco-
motives, a favorite of model rail-
roaders.
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PEBBLECREEK MODEL RAILROAD CLUB / MARK PELLETIER

The PebbleCreek Model Railroad Club is located in Goodyear AZ, home to
two layouts — soon to be three. Although membership is restricted to Pebble-
Creek Resort residents, the two dozen members welcome visitors and occasion-
ally, guest operators.

The Club was started in 1998 with a HO sectional layout, and grew into a per-
manent HO layout when the HOA provided dedicated use of a 20x40 room. In
2001 a small outdoor G scale layout was built, and is operated at Holiday Open
Houses. And this summer, the Club has begun construction of its third pike, an O scale sectional
layout which will debut in the Fall.

The Great Lakes Western (HO) is a fictional road depicting railroading in northeastern lllinois and
northwestern Indiana in the early 1960s. City names are real and the mix of rail-served customers
and industries has '
been carefully de-
signed to support re-
alistic opera-
tions. Placement in
the greater Chicago
vicinity allows the
GLW to actively inter-
change with seven
foreign lines.

Designed specifi-
cally for operations,
the layout has over
four dozen industries
in seven towns. A
coal mine and a quar-
ry support the Inland
Steel mill. Midwestern
grain fills elevators
which supply out-
bound shipments as
well as an area brew- =
ery. Shipments of cat- his L1 - 2 -
tle from one town arrive at the processor in another along with Iocally manufactured cans for pack-
ing. Barge movements send railcars across Lake Michigan. The Studebaker factory is still in opera-
tion, and Pullman Standard turns out rail cars. Of course there is a full engine service facility adja-
cent to the main yard in Hammond Indiana; and numerous other typical rail-served industries are
found in each town.

Our members represent a mix of model railroaders. Quite a few are lifetime modelers. One never
modeled before joining, but creates beautifully detailed structures. Another had been away from the
hobby for 40+ years. We have a 60 year railroad veteran who seems to have worked on every road
from Chicago west, and another gentleman who built steel mills — one-to-one scale steel mills! We
have a former short-line owner, one person who is an avid collector, another who just likes to
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operate, and some modelers who have little interest in operations. About the only type of member
we don’t have are youngsters — since ours is an “active adult” community.

The Great Lakes Western layout is single level, with DCC control using Digitrax. Most mainline
turnouts are Tortoise controlled, but otherwise switches are hand thrown with Caboose Hobbies
ground throws. The layout is about 95% scenic-ed, but of course a model railroad is never done.
Current projects include adding lighting to structures, installing operating crossing gates, completing
all track ballast; and detail, detail, detail - particularly for greater attention to prototype fidelity.

In 2005 when the Club o M
learned that a dedicated room
would be made available once
additional HOA facilities were
completed, members spent the
intervening year determining the
interacting industries and track-
plan for an operations-oriented
layout. The greater Chicago area
locale was chosen to allow legiti- |
mate interchange with many e 5
roads, and a basis for almost any -
type of industry, reporting marks [#+
and car types.

Construction started in Janu-
ary of 2006, followed by the
Golden Spike Ceremony in Octo-
ber and our first Open House in
November. We hold Open Hous-
es for the community at Thanks-
giving, Christmas and Easter — when the grandkids are most likely to be visiting.

The Club is in its fifth year of formal operating sessions. We use card cars and 4-way wayhbills to
forward over 450 freight cars within our service area, with interchange lines, and with through trains
for off-layout locations: Kansas City and St. Paul to the west, and Toledo and Ft. Wayne to the east

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A platform was built along the lower level of the peninsula on the left side. This will be used to hold
a diorama of the Flagstaff depot area.

During the June 2013 regular business meeting, an election of officers was held. Jesse Poole
was named to a two-year term as President.

Guard rails were also added to prevent derailed cars or engines from falling to the floor when run-
ning under the peninsula.
